Conference on Language &

Technology, 2014 (CLT14) in the
month of November. The Conference on
Language and Technology (CLT) iz a
biennial conference series organized by
Society for Natural Language Processing
{SNLP; www.snlp.org.pk), Pakistan,
aiming to bring together students,
researchers and practitioners to exchange
research and development in the fields of
linguistics and processing of speech, script
and language. 40 research papers were
submitted at CLT14 out of which 11 papers
were accepted through an intemationally

acclaimed checking process. The paper
acceptance rate was 25.6%. Paper and
poster presentations were made by both
local as well as foreign researchers hailing
from the US, Japan and Bangladesh.

Natural Language Processing (NLP) deals
with processing human languages like
Urdu, Pushto and Sindhi by computers.
Some of its applications are Machine
Translation, Intelligent Search Engines,
and Text Mining. Computer Language
experts are trying to bridge the language
gap by introducing programs where the
user can pick the language he is

comfortable with, This way they will create
a global village where there will be no
communication barriers, *The localization
of technology means facilitating people
through integrating their culture and
language with machine usage”, said Dr.
Sarmad Hussain, the Chairperson of SNLP.

CLT14 was widely attended by Software
Engineers and Linguists interested in
building NLP applications, students who
want to explore this area for their research,
and journalists, researchers, and media
houses who are end users for such
